2. To be eligible, your video submission must develop the theme “Safe Start”. The maximum running time for each entry is five (5) minutes. All entries must be received no later than 30 September 2006. For the purpose of these Rules & Regulations, each properly labeled video submission accompanied by an applicable completed Official Entry Form shall be considered an entry.

3. Your own personal safety and the safety of your cast, crew and others involved with the production of the video submission must be maintained. Do not endanger anyone during the production of your video. If you are on a work site, seek permission, take all appropriate health and safety precautions, and follow all applicable health and safety policies and regulations. You should consult with a supervisor or other competent individual at the site to obtain this information.

4. Entries received will be acknowledged. The Agency is not responsible for entries that are delayed, lost, misdirected, incomplete, damaged or destroyed. No entries will be returned. All winning entries become the sole property of the Agency.

5. Prizes will be awarded. Entries will be judged by a Jury chosen by the Agency. The decisions of the judges on all matters relating to the contest are final.

6. The contest is open to schools and colleges, and to students in those schools and colleges who are resident in the European Union.

7. Your video submission must be entirely your own original creation (or in the case of a team effort, your team’s) and must not infringe upon or violate any laws or any rights of any third parties, including, but not limited to, such violations as infringement of copyright, patent, trademark, trade secret or other proprietary or property right, libel, defamation, violation of rights of privacy, publicity, personality or celebrity, or any contract right, or any other right of any individual, corporation or other entity.

8. Entrants must obtain all necessary permissions, licenses, clearances, releases, waivers of moral rights and other approvals from third parties (including but not limited to all copyright holders and all individuals appearing in the video submission), necessary to use the video submission, in whole or in part, in any way, including without limitation, to reproduce, make derivatives, edit, modify, translate, distribute, transmit, publish, license and broadcast the video submission worldwide, by any means. Any and all such permissions, licenses, clearances, releases, waivers of moral rights and approvals must be provided to the Agency upon its request.

By entering this contest, each entrant, consents to the use, reproduction, publication, transmission and/or broadcasting of their name, school and age in any Agency advertising, publicity or promotion, and/or for general news and information purposes. Winners also consent to their photographs being taken by the Agency for such use, without further compensation.
